Our location

We operate gourmet food tours in the
beautiful city of Darwin, the capital of
Australia's Northern Territory. A small
tropical city of 120,000 people, Darwin is
closer to Bali than it is to Brisbane. Our
culinary history is influenced by Aboriginal,
Asian and European cultures.

Meeting place to start your guided
Gourmet Food Tour for lunch or dinner
Your tour starts at Ruby Vietnamese
Restaurant, 48-50 Smith Street, beside
Raintree Park, Darwin City. If the
restaurant is open, it's likely we'll be dining
there and your guide has a reserved table.
If the restaurant is closed, your guide will
meet you in front.

Other tour starts
Garden tours, distillery tours, private tours
start by arrangement.

About the walk during Gourmet Tours
This is a relaxed walking tour on level and
paved walkways, all wheelchair accessible.
The average walking distance is under 1.4
kilometres, broken into short walks between
restaurants. Our tours generally finish about
a kilometre from where they started. If the
weather is poor we’ll provide transport.

Gourmet food tours operate in a compact
walking area, seen above in green. Many of
our tours finish at Darwin’s vibrant
Waterfront Precinct, below.

About the walk during

Garden Tours

The average walking distance is
under 1.2 kilometres or 3/4 of a mile,
broken into short walks. This is a
relaxed walking tour on level
walkways. Most areas are
wheelchair accessible. Washrooms
are available.

What to wear for Garden Tours
Please dress for tropical
temperatures. A light, short-sleeved
shirt and a hat are good options.
Shorts, socks, and fully-closed
shoes are recommended.
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We cater for special diets

We cater for dietary preferences including vegetarian, pescatarian, gluten-free, shellfish-free,
allergies, and others. When you make a booking there's a space where you can write in your dietary
preference, then confirm this with your guide at the start of your tour. Kindly note we are unable to
cater for diets that are onion-free, vegan, halal, or kosher.

Gourmet Food Tours

This is a relaxed walking tour on
level and paved walkways, all
wheelchair accessible. The
average walking distance is
under 1.4 kilometres, broken into
short walks between restaurants.
Our tours generally finish about a
kilometre from where they
started. If the weather is poor
we’ll provide transport.

What to wear for your Gourmet
Food Tour or Distillery Tour
Please dress smart casual. You
may want to wear a short-
sleeved collared shirt and shorts in Darwin’s tropical climate, but no singlets or thongs please. A sun
hat and comfortable covered walking shoes are recommended.

What drinks are available on Gourmet Food Tours?

Enjoy a welcome drink of a glass of wine, beer, or spirits at the first restaurant. If you'd like to
purchase more alcohol, you can do so at most of the restaurants on our tour. Standard soft drinks,
coffee and tea are included throughout.

What are restaurant and bar amenities like on Gourmet Food Tours?

All tours, restaurants and bars are wheelchair-accessible. Most of the places we visit are air
conditioned. Washrooms are available at all locations. Eating areas are non-smoking areas. Smoking
areas are usually available nearby. We stay at restaurants for only 45 minutes before moving on to
the next restaurant on the tour.

Tour schedule
See our Tour Calendar for regularly scheduled tours. Sometimes we add tours on short notice. Don't
see a tour available on the day you want? Contact us to see if we can arrange it.

Our payments policy
We don’t receive payment in return for facilitating a transaction or visiting an establishment. In other
words, we don’t get kickbacks.
